Maths:


We follow BIG MATHS at Chesterton Primary School and EYFS will have a CLIC session daily at the start of a maths lesson. CLIC stands for Counting, Learn It’s, It’s nothing new and Calculation. The CLIC sessions are 5 minutes long, interactive and engaging for the children. The other curriculum areas we will be covering are:


Number and place value


To identify, count and write numbers to 10


Shape


Naming and recognising 2D shapes.


Weight


Compare, describe and solve practical problems for weight


To use language to describe weight (heavy, light)


To compare weights (heaviest, lightest)








English:


Some stories we will cover this half term:


Emler, The giraffe Who Can’t Dance, The Three Little Pigs, Goldilocks, Red Riding Hood and The Gingerbread Man.


We will also be covering:


Letter formation and Name Writing


Phonics:


We use Floppy’s Phonics at Chesterton Primary and will be working our way through phase 1 and then move onto phase 1+. We will work on hearing the initial sounds in words at the start of the term. Eg: a for apple. Speaking and listening are the foundations to children learning to read and write. We encourage you to listen and talk to your children at home to support their phonic learning at school. 














Theme: Magical Me


Big Questions: Big questions are used at Chesterton Primary School to encourage our children to become inquisitive and curious thinkers. We want them to immerse themselves in knowledge with an enquiry based approach to our theme lessons. These are adapted to the children’s needs and interests.


We will be starting the 1st half term with these questions:


Where do I live? Geography: With this big question we discuss Houses and homes that we live in and our local area


Who am I? Science: With this question we think about growing and our bodies
